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AN AMPUTEE from Redgrave, 
who has suffered agony for the 
past six months, is championing 
wipes made by a Stanton company. 
'NewGenn Research has developed 
a range pf products designed to 
wipe out the winter vomiting 
disease (Noro Virus) and prevent 
the spread of MRSA (Methicillin 
Resistant Staphylococcus Aureus). 
In just weeks, NewGenn wipes 
have helped Michael Waring to 
recover from a sore on the stump 
of his leg that had been troubling 
him since May. 
Mr Waring, 63, said: "The sore 
was the size of a 50 pence piece. I 
was having difficultly in walking 
because of the stump ulcer - and it 
wasn't getting any better. "Now it 
is the size of a five pence piece, 
simply though using these wipes. 
And by the end of the week, it will 
be gone. 
"I am absolutely thrilled. I can only 
say. NewGenn are miracle makers 
- I can't believe the difference it 
has made." 
One of Mr Waring's legs was 
amputated below the knee, 
following an accident 20 years ago.

"We wanted a wipe that could be 
used for a lot of things but I 
hadn't, in my wildest dreams, 
thought of someone using it on 
their stump. 
"We are absolutely thrilled that 
someone we hadn't really thought 
of when developing these 
products, is finding benefit from 
them."
